Studoval
v ateliéri Grafiky Zbyrka Janacka Fakulty uméni Ostravské
univerzity, absolvoval magisterské stidium na Vysokej skole
vytvarnych umeni v Bratislave v ateliéri Malba Il Rastislava
Podhorského. Vo svojom tvorivom pristupe vychadza z gra-
fickych technik, ktoré aktuélne vdaka vlastnym vyvinutym
technolégiam rozvija do individudineho maliarskeho rukopisu.

Stanislav Ondrus$ (*1995) lives and works in Bratislava.
He studied at the Studio of Graphics with Zbynek Janacek
at the Faculty of Arts of the University of Ostrava and com-
pleted his master's studies at the Academy of Fine Arts in
Bratislava in the Painting Il studio of Rastislav Podhorsky.
His creative approach is rooted in graphic techniques, which
he is currently developing into an individual painting style
through his own developed technologies.

O VYSTAVE

Abstrakcia je ¢asto ter¢om polemiky, avSak bez jednoznaéného
figurativneho vyobrazenia moze vyuzit rozne narativne techni-
ky na rozpovedanie pribehu. V pripade diel Stanislava Ondrusa
je vyber tvarov a pohybov intuitivny, ale nie je ndhodny. Formy
a farby sa navzajom spajaju a vyvijaju prostrednictvom suges-
cii dej, ktory méa svoju logiku, avSak divactvo si v tomto dia-
l6gu moze interpretovat diela cez prizmu svojho uvazovania.
Nézov vystavy je parafrazou basne Emily Dickinson, jednej
z najvyznamnejsich americkych poetiek. Basen predstavuje
jej charakteristicky imaginativny $tyl, ktorym dokazala vyja-
drit rozsiahle abstraktné myslienky v strucnych, pevne zos-
tavenych liniach, podobny princip uplatiiuje v maliarskom
prejave aj samotny autor.

Ondrus presiel vo svojom autorskom programe od takmer
monochromatickej malby, ktord vznikala vlastnou autorskou
technikou pomocou svojpomocne vyrobenych nastrojov, po
farebné, kompozi¢ne vyvazené diela, v ktorych kombinuje
akryl so suchym pastelom. Na vystave sU tak prezentované
diela z roznych sérii, na ktorych je badatelny formalny posun.
Autor vychadza z grafickych technik, ktoré transponoval na
platno v takmer kaligrafickom pristupe, v ktorom dominuje
gestickost a minimalizmus. Linia a kruh st dejovym nosi¢om
znazornujucim individudlne prezivanie, momenty, ktoré mu
do cesty prichadzaju, a ktoré ako jedinec prekonava. Chroma-
ticka paleta ma v dielach terapeuticky Gcinok, vdaka psycho-
logickym vlastnostiam jednotlivych farieb. Joseph Albers poz-
namenal, Ze neexistuje ziadne kolektivne vnimanie farieb

- postupny vyvoj nasledného obrazu vznika v mysli a pamati.

V dielach autora mozno néjst odkaz abstraktného ex-
presionizmu, ktory sa v 40. a 50. rokoch 20. storocia rozvijal
prevazne v New Yorku. Tato volne zdruzend skupinu spa-
jalo odhodlanie k odvéaznej formalnej invencii a presvedce-
nie o umeni ako o hlboko emocionalnom vyjadreni. Kaligra-
ficky tah Stetcom bol pristupom k abstraktnej malbe, ktory
sa zameriaval na spontanne gesto, ktoré vychadzalo z vycho-
doazijského umenia kaligrafie a popularnych spisov o princi-
poch Zen. Prizna¢né prekracovanie konvencii v obdobi Velkej
hospodarskej krizy, vyjadrenie traumy, skepsy a povojnove;j
Uzkosti dnes skrz abstrakciu moéze vyzniet viac nez relevant-
ne. Ocenujlc slobodu, spontannost prejavu a individualitu,
Ondrus vo svojej tvorbe kombinuje akénd malbu s meditativ-
nym procesom pomalého pohybu. V jeho kaligrafickom pris-
tupe sa stretdva symbol s gestom, cielom je komunikovanie
myslienok o hladani metafyzickej, ale aj fyzickej podstaty bytia.

ABOUT THE EXHIBITION

Abstraction is often the target of controversy, but without
a clear figurative representation, it can employ different nar-
rative techniques to tell a story. In the case of Stanislav
Ondrus's works, the choice of shapes and movements is in-
tuitive yet deliberate. Forms and colours connect with each
other and evolve through the suggestions of a story with
its own logic, allowing the audience to interpret the works
through the prism of their own thinking. The title of the ex-
hibition is a paraphrase of a poem by Emily Dickinson, one of
the most important American poets. Her poem exemplifies
her characteristic imaginative style, expressing extensive
abstract ideas in concise, tightly composed lines — a principle
similarly applied by Ondrus in his painting.

In his artistic journey, Ondrus transitioned from almost
monochromatic painting, created with his unique techniques
using self-made tools, to colourful, compositionally balanced
works combining acrylic with dry pastel. The exhibition thus
presents works from different series, showcasing a notice-
able formal evolution. Ondrus's foundation in graphic tech-
niques is evident as he transposes them onto the canvas
in an almost calligraphic approach, dominated by gesture
and minimalism. The line and the circle serve as narrative
elements depicting personal experiences and moments that
he navigates as an individual. The chromatic palette exerts

a therapeutic effect, leveraging the psychological properties
of individual colours. As Joseph Albers noted, there is no
collective perception of colours—the gradual development
of the subsequent image arises in the mind and memory.

In Ondrus's works, one can find the legacy of abstract
expressionism, which developed mainly in New York in the
1940s and 1950s. This loosely tied group was united by a com-
mitment to daring formal invention and a belief in art as
a deeply emotional expression. The calligraphic brushstroke,
an approach to abstract painting focusing on spontaneous
gesture, draws on East Asian calligraphy and Zen principles.
The transgression of conventions during the Great Depres-
sion and the expression of trauma, skepticism, and post-war
anxiety through abstraction resonate strongly today. Valu-
ing freedom, spontaneity of expression, and individuality,
Ondrus combines action painting with a meditative pro-
cess of slow movement. In his calligraphic approach, sym-
bol meets gesture, aiming to communicate ideas about the
search for the metaphysical as well as the physical essence
of being.
